Traditional English food
A typical English breakfast is usually quite big and substantial. It includes pork, sausages,
bacon and eggs, tomatoes, baked beans, mushrooms and a toast. Some people enjoy porridge,
fruit and yogurt in the morning, followed by a toast and jam, or orange marmalade. A traditional



breakfast drink is tea, which British people prefer having with cold milk. Another popular
morning drink is orange juice.

For many Englishmen lunch is a fast meal. In big cities there are a lot of sandwich bars
where office clerks can choose all sorts of sandwiches with meat, fish, chicken, ham, eggs,
cheese, and vegetables. English pubs also serve good food for lunch, hot and cold. Quite a lot of
workers go to famous “fish and chips shops™” and buy their favourite deep fried cod or haddock
with French fries.

A lot of Englishmen drink their 5 o’clock tea. It’s a traditional light meal after work.
People enjoy their favourite teas with cookies, cakes, freshly baked and sweet buns. On Sundays
British families like to sit together at the table enjoying roast beef, lamb or chicken, served with
pudding.

Secondary education in Russia and Great Britain

Education is an important part of modern life. Originally Russian starts from the early
age. Children can start going to kindergarten from the age of two, but this is not a compulsory
education. It depends on parents’ decision and child’s wish to attend this institution. Every child
starts going to school from the age of seven and till 16. Mandatory education in Russia is
presented by three types of schools: primary, secondary and high. The primary school teaches its
pupils elementary skills, such as reading, writing, counting. Many schools also offer foreign
languages or some other special disciplines at this age. The most important period is the
secondary school, which starts from the 4th or 5th grade, depending on school.

At the 9th grade children face a very important period in their life. They have to choose
whether to continue school education, or to leave for other types of educational institutions, such
as college, specialized schools and else. If the pupil decides to continue studying in high school,
which lasts for two years, he can enter the university after school graduation.

The system of education in England is a complicated system which is difficult for a
foreigner to understand. In fact, there are two educational systems in the country: "public”



schools (they are private schools for very rich people ) and state schools. State schools are free
and attendance is compulsory for children from 5 to 16.

School embraces two educational aims: first, it gives a general education to all children,
and second, it selects the most gifted pupils and gives them a more advanced education. There
are three main types of educational institutions in the country: primary schools, secondary
schools, and colleges or universities.

Primary schools are co-educational and may be divided into Infant and Junior
departments. At the Infant schools the children are taught to read, to write, and to do simple
arithmetic. In addition they draw, sing, play, and act. The school day lasts from 9 in the morning
till 3 or 4 in the afternoon. The atmosphere of the Junior school is more formal. Tthe children
have a regular time-table.

Higher Education in the United States

Prior to higher education, American students attend primary and secondary schools for 12
years. These years are referred to as grades. Around age six, US children begin primary school,
which is called “elementary school.” They attend five or six years and then go onto secondary
school. Secondary school consists of two programs: the first is “middle school” or “junior high
school” and the second program is “high school.” A diploma or certificate is awarded upon
graduation from high school. After graduating high school (12th grade), US students may go on
to college or university. College or university study is known as “higher education.”

There are several types of higher educational institutions in the USA such as state and
private colleges and universities, community colleges and technical institutes.

A state school is supported and run by a state or local government. Each of the 50 US
states operates at least one state university and several state colleges. Many of these public
universities have the name of the state, or the word “State” in their names: for example,
Washington State University and the University of Michigan. Tuition at private colleges is
usually higher than at state schools. Private US universities and colleges are normally smaller in
size than state schools.

Four-year colleges usually offer a greater range of studies, and provide the bachelor's
degree, mostly the Bachelor of Arts (B.A.) or Bachelor of Science (B.S.). The first year of a
Bachelor’s degree program is called a freshman year, the second — sophomore, the third — junior,
and the fourth — senior. Each course is worth a certain number of credits or credit hours (usually
three to five credits).

Universities are research-oriented educational institutions which provide both
undergraduate and graduate programs. For historical reasons, some universities (such as Boston
College and The College of William and Mary) have retained the term "college" as their name.
Graduate programs grant a variety of master's degrees (like the Master of Arts (M.A.), Master of
Science (M.S.), Master of Business Ad- ministration (M.B.A.) or Master of Fine Arts (M.F.A.))
in addition to doctorates such as the Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D).

Some universities have professional schools. Examples include journalism schools,
business schools, medical schools, law schools, veterinary schools, pharmacy schools, and dental



schools. A common practice is to refer to different units within universities as colleges or
schools instead of faculties.

Community colleges are two-year colleges that award associate’s degrees. The degrees
can be transferable. Community college graduates can transfer to four-year colleges or
universities to complete their degree. Community colleges have open admissions, with lower
tuition than other state or private schools. Other graduates get vocational degrees and begin to
work.

An institute of technology is a school that provides four years of study in science and
technology. Some have graduate programs, while others offer short- term courses.

The school calendar usually begins in August or September and continues through May
or June. The academic year at many schools is composed of two terms called “semesters.” Some
schools use a three-term calendar known as the “trimester” system. Still, others divide the year
into the quarter system of four terms, including an optional summer session.
